SAVE THE ISLAMIC IDENTITY OF YOUR CHILDREN

The majority of Muslims come to 
Canada for better living standards, 
education or as refugees. Canada is 

a good place to live and prosper for Muslim indi-
viduals and families who work hard to achieve their 
goals, however, most Muslims being overwhelmed 
with demands of daily life business tend to forget 
their main objective in life: which is to please Allah 
SWT and gaining his forgiveness and mercy.  

The greatest challenge for Muslim parents is raising 
and educating their children, and the greatest chal-
lenge to young Muslims born in Canada is uphold-
ing their distinct Islamic identity. Prophet Muham-
mad peace be upon him has charged the responsi-
bility of raising children directly to their parents 
ñevery child is born inherently submitting to God, 
then parents would either influence them to be-
come Jews, Christians or pagansò. The majority of 
Muslim parents give up their children to be raised 
by the media at home and by the secular curricu-
lum taught in the public school system. 

The Canadian education system is very good com-
pared to the world standards in secular areas of 
study, but not quite good when it comes to Islamic 
identity, morals and culture. In fact, it contradicts 
or destroys most Islamic values that all Muslim 
parents wish to pass on to their children. 

Muslim parents are warned that whenever they 
drop their children off at public school, they should 
consider the tremendous pressure their little ones 
will face at the schools.  

Let us examine few issues challenging Muslim chil-
dren in the public school system that in direct con-
flict of Islamic principles and values: 

¶ The public school system is secular, which 
means that believing in God and creation is 
completely ignored. Furthermore, theories of 
evolution contrary to religion are being taught 
as undisputed facts. This will have great impact 
on young children and their faith, and they will 
grow up in doubt whether God exists or not. 

¶ Definition of family and sexual orientation are 
not limited to the religious values of Muslims 
Christians and Jews. 

¶ Morals such as compassion, respect to elders, 
appreciation for the bounties of God, giving 
charity, and many more are not taught in pub-
lic schools and may not be recognized by some 
teachers.  

¶ Continuous and daily peer pressure promoting 
immoral values, drugs, sex and imitations of so 

called stars and celebrities. 

¶ Humanities courses such as English, Social 
Studies, History, and Geography do not link 
Muslim children to any of their heritage, history 
or social life in a fair and balanced way.  

The challenge for every Muslim parent to think that 

whenever you drop your five year old child (who is 
inherently innocent and naturally Muslim) at the 
public school entering KG class, I want you think 
about the great challenges your child will face and 
live with almost eight hours a day, for ten months 
every year.  

It is a known fact that the early years of child edu-
cation and social experience shape up the person-
ality, beliefs and characters of any person. There-
fore it is up to Muslim parents to decide what path 
of education their children should take to shape 
their personality, faith and Islamic identity. 

Our community and its organizations are offering 
Muslim parents the opportunity to get Islamic edu-
cation and a school environment that emphasises 
on Islamic identity in order to empower children 
with Islamic values. The decision should be easy to 
make if one is concerned about the Islamic identity 
of their children. For those who are interested, we 
have been blessed by Allah to have schools in the 
lower mainland that offer such services, such as 
Iqra Islamic School in North Surrey, or BC Muslim 
School in Richmond.   
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Halloween, Thanksgiving & Christmas Celebrations 

Q  We live in North America. This culture is com-
pletely different from Islamic culture. For exam-
ple, people here celebrate several holidays, such 

as Halloween at the end of October, Thanksgiving 
towards the end of November, Christmas towards, 
the end of December, New Yearôs Day and Valentineôs 
Day. Should we allow our children to participate in 
these celebrations? If the answer is no, what should 
we do to prevent our children from feeling inferior to 
their peers because they do not participate in these 
celebrations?  

 

A 
 This is a very important question that is being asked 
in almost every workshop we conduct and every lec-
ture we deliver during national conventions and re-

gional conferences in North America. We also receive simi-
lar questions via e-mail from Muslims in various parts of 
the world. 

To answer this question we should emphasize the following 
points: 

¶ As Muslims we must be careful not to group all celebra-
tions into one category. Parents should look at each cele-
bration separately and objectively, and then make an 
informed decision. For example, Thanksgiving is com-
pletely different from Christmas or Halloween. 

¶ Parents should ask themselves the following questions 
about the celebration under consideration: 
Ç What is the origin of the celebration? 
Ç Does it have a religious dimension or connotation? 
Ç What kind of message will this celebration send to 

my child? 
Ç What kind of impression is this celebration going to 

have on my child? 
Ç Is it once-in-a-lifetime event or a regular celebra-
tion that will be a part of my childôs life and person-
ality in the future? 

If we ask ourselves these questions about the above-
mentioned celebrations, we can easily say that we should 
not celebrate or allow our children to celebrate Halloween, 
Christmas or Valentineôs Day. 

Thanksgiving, however, may be different. We should give 
thanks to Allah WST and teach our children to be grateful 
to Him of all His bounties all the time, not just one day a 
year. However, if somebody observes Thanksgiving, this is 
not a sin or a crime. 

Having said this, what should parents do at the time these 
celebrations, particularly if their children attend public 
school where these holidays are regularly observed and 
encouraged by the school system? Here is some advice for 
every Muslim parent to help them deal with the dilemma: 

¶ Meet your childôs teacher early in the school year to tell 
him or her that your child is a Muslim and will not be 
celebrating Christmas. However, you do not want your 
child to miss out on the academic lessons. Since mist 
public school systems use thematic methods for teach-
ing, talking about Christmas in the classroom ca start as 
early as mid-November. Ask the teacher to allow your 
child to do other activities that are not related to the 
holiday. For example, your child could draw a star or a 
crescent instead of a Christmas tree, or write a letter to 
his grandpa instead to Santa. This way the child will still

be part of the lesson, but with a reduction of the reli-
gious aspect of the holiday and its effect on your child. 

¶ On the day of the big Christmas party, do not send your 
child to school. Make that day special and fun for your 
child at home. You could invite some of her Muslim 
friends, who are also not going to school that day, and 
have a small gathering for them. In addition to the fu 
time, you can take the opportunity to teach them about 
Prophet Issa SAAW, his miraculous birth, the miracles he 
performed by Allahôs permission, and so on. 

¶ Be careful not to ridicule the holidays and celebration of 
others. Some parents may become frustrated and over-
whelmed with their childrenôs attraction to the beautiful 
Christmas decorations, and might make comments such 
as ñChristmas lights are ugly!ò This is not right, nor is it 
true. In addition, it could give your child the wrong im-
pression. In such a situation, parents must always ac-
knowledge that the decoration is nice, that the lights 
look good, and always tell the truth. 

¶ It is very important to make Ramadan and the two Eid 
celebrations very special and filled with fun and good 
memories for your children, to compensate for them not 
being a part of the other celebrations. 

¶ Some of the early scholars issued fatwas indicating that 
Muslims should not congratulate non-Muslims on their 
religious celebrations. These fatwas may have been ap-
plicable during their time and in their environment, but 
they are not applicable nowadays or in the North Ameri-
can environment. As a matter of fact, other fatwas indi-
cate that there is nothing wrong with extending con-
gratulatory wishes to non-Muslims during their celebra-
tions (1). 

Please refer to chapter nine of our book entitled Muslim 
Teens: Todayôs Worry, Tomorrowôs Hope for more tips on 
how to deal with Christmas and Halloween celebrations. 
Another good source is the SoundVision website, where you 
can find samples of letters to send to your childôs school 
administration to help you say no to such celebrations (2).

Highlights from Surat Yusuf 

Among the interesting facts about Surat Yusuf 
is the existence of three shirts as key elements 
in this story: A bloody shirt, a torn one, and 
one which smells Yusufôs odor. These three 
shirts reflect three different phases of Yusufôs 
life journey.  Yusufôs shirt covered with 
blood shows the hardship and the difficulties 
he encountered during his early childhood; but 
he showed great patience when he was thrown 
in the well by his own brothers.  

The second shirt , the torn Shirt, proved Yu-

sufôs innocence after he ran away from the 

governorôs wife who invited him towards com-

mitting wrong with her.  

The third shirt is the shirt of mercy that 

prophet Yusuf sent to his blind father who 

became a seer once more after the shirt was 

laid on his face. 

This journey contained significant stops for 
Dawah and conveying the message of Allah at 
the most difficult times. It also focused on the 
fact of being thankful to Allah everywhere and 
at all times. Yusuf was constantly calling to 
Allah, even when he entered the prison he con-
tinued to invite people to worship Allah Taala.  

Quran contains many stories distributed across 
different Surahs.  Surah Yusuf is a unique 
Surah which covers entirely prophet Yusufôs 
life from the time he saw a dream in his child-
hood until he became the governor of Egypt.  

Yusuf transitioned from the tough, rigid and 
strict life of the desert under his fatherôs care to 
a more uncontrolled life full of desires and 
temptations with no family monitoring. This 
situation is similar to the situation of many of 
us who left their countries and came to Canada. 

One might say that Yusufôs situation is better 
than ours.  Let us analyze this claim: 

Yusuf was thrown in a well when he was a kid. 
Then passing by traders found him and took 
him as a slave then sold for few Dirhams.  The 
Holy Qur'an states: [and they sold him for a 
petty price, a few dirhams and they attached 
little value to him.] 

Yusufôs master, who  was the governor of 
Egypt at that time, took him to his palace 
which contains all forms of desires and tempta-
tion.  However, he resisted for the sake of Al-
lah Taala and out of loyalty and respect to his 
master who took care of him and trusted him.  

The masterôs wife approached him, closed the 
door and tried to seduce him. But he refused 
saying that he wouldn't harm someone who 
was kind to him, referring to his master. Yusuf 
tried to run away from her but she chased him 
[They raced to the door. She tore his shirt at 
the back.] [Yusuf: 25]. Just at that time the 
master appeared on the scene.  His wife imme-
diately leveled false accusations against Yusuf, 
the innocent [And a witness of her own folk 
testified: If his shirt is torn from before, then 
she spoke the truth and he is of the liars, but

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if his shirt is torn from behind, then she had 
lied and he is of the truthful][Yusuf: 26-2].  
The governor, Al-Aziz, realized that Prophet 
Yusuf was innocent, so he asked him to ignore 
the whole story; and then he addressed his wife 
saying: [ask forgiveness for your sin. Verily, 
you are of the sinful][Yusuf 28-29]. 

The women in the city heard about this incident, 

and starred gossiping about the governorôs wife. 

This made her very nervous, so she prepared a 

trap for them [She sent for them and made a 

sumptuous meal and then she gave a knife to 

each of them. She said to Yusuf  "Go out to 

them." When they saw him, they were 

amazed by him and cut their hands. They 

said, "Allah preserve us! This is no man. 

What can this be but a noble angel here!"] 
[Yusuf 31].  In term of physical beauty and 

moral character, Prophet Yusuf was exceptional. 

He was handsome, pious, God-fearing and pos-

sessed higher moral values.  To this, the gover-

norôs wife, along with the other women, urged 

him to accept their offer of evil act, and threat-

ened him with prison and public humiliation if 

he refused to comply. Yusuf immediately 

sought refuge in Allah Taala saying [My Lord, 

the prison is preferable to me than what 

these women are inviting me to.][ Yusuf: 33] 

So Allah Taala answered his call, and answered 

his Dua and saved him from their plot, and he 

was locked in prison where a new chapter of his 

life started.  

Let us ponder over the conduct of prophet Yu-

suf in prison. First of all, let us look at the whole 

picture and meditate about the situation:  Yusuf 

is in the prison with two young prisoners who 

asked him to interpret their dreams.  But how 

and when did they approach him? They said : 

[We see that you're one of the righteous good

-doers][Yusuf:36]. The two prisoners were 

fascinated by Yusufôs kindness and ethics. The 

word Muhsinun  in Arabic refers  to well-

mannered people with beautiful character.  

Therefore, the first lesson we take from this 

scene is the importance of the believerôs good 

behavior and moral virtues. In other words, 

righteous moral values and respectful interac-

tion are a mandatory pre-requisite for those who 

aim to preach the word of Allah Taala and make 

Dawah. 

Through exhibiting a consistently high standard 
of morality and conscience, Yusuf was able to 
gain the love and respect of people around him 
even in prison. Aaisha, may Allah be pleased 
with her, said that oneôs heart is attracted to 
those who show you kindness and treat you 
well.  Every single non-Muslim is a potential 
candidate become Muslim. Hence, if you are 
kind to someone then you will surely have a 
positive impact and influence on to him. So the 
first step in conveying the word of Allah is to 

pay attention to our behavior. 

Once prophet Yusuf established good relation-
ship with the two prisoners, he moved to the 
second important step in making Dawah: telling 
them of the oneness of Allah Taala [For I have 
left the religion of a people who clearly have 
no faith in Allah and disbelieve about the 
hereafter][Yusuf:37]. He explained to them 
that one of the bounty of Allah Taala on him is 
that he could tell them what sort of food they 
would get before they received it. This kept the 
two prisoner attracted to him and amazed by his 
abilities.  

Whatôs remarkable in Yusufôs speech is that he 
didnôt address them directly; he said that he 
abandoned the religion of people who donôt 
believe in God, although the prisoners belonged 
to the same group of people. Indeed, we have 
here a great example of the perfect way to make 
Dawah and convey Islam. 

Yusuf explained clearly to the prisoners that the 
knowledge he has is from Allah alone [That is 
part of what my Lord taught me][Yusuf:37]. 
It is as if Yusuf explained to his fellow-captives 
that Allah bestowed his bounties on him be-
cause he followed His path. Similarly, if they 
embrace Allahôs religion He will shower them 
with His bounties.  Imam Ibn Taymiyah used to 
say in this context: ñI have nothing, and I am 
with nothing, and there is no might or power 
except with Allahò.   

Then Yusuf said, as mentioned in the Quran,:
[ And I have followed the religion of my fa-
thers, Abraham and Isaac and Jacob]
[Yusuf:38]. Notice that he is still speaking im-
plicitly by providing reasonable arguments 
without mentioning explicitly the point he 
wanted to reach.  

There is an additional great lesson we can take 
from this amazing story. Yusuf conveyed the 
true religion to a man whom he knew he was 
going to be crucified. Thus, we understand from 
this attitude that our concern should be saving 
people from hellfire; not preaching Islam to 
them so that they can convey Islam in their turn. 

let us conclude with a recapitulation of the steps 
that we have learned from prophet Yusufôs 
approach that should be employed when ex-
plaining Islam to people: 

¶ Exhibit good character and ethical behavior  

¶ Praise and thank Allah Taala for the bounties 
He has given you : 

¶ Explain Islam step by step in an intelligent 
and implicit way to make the listener medi-
tate and come to the conclusion by himself. 

¶ Give glad tidings and spread the good news  

¶ Do your best to save people from hellfire. 

May Allah Taala forgive us, guide us and pro-

tect us all. 
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During this month one learns that the 
positive transformation in oneôs ac-
tions, habits and manners is possible. 

Ramadan is definitely the month of 
recharging the faith battery. Imagine 
an employee who was sent by his 
company to perform training. Cer-

tainly, after the training, the em-
ployeeôs performance is supposed to 
improve. Similarly, a Muslim should 
benefit from this month to reach a 

higher level of piety and righteous-
ness which continues even after 
Ramadan. 
 

So let us stop and reflect about 
Ramadan, and meditate about some 
of its aspects. 
 
The First Stop: 

The main objective of ordaining fast-
ing during this month is: attaining a 
higher level of piety (Taqwa ). [O you 
who believe! Fasting is prescribed 
for you as it was for those before 
you, so that you might attain pi-
ety] [Al Baqarah, 2:183 ]. However, 
did we attain piety during Ramadan?  

A husband has to fear Allah when 
dealing with his wife or his children, 
and a wife has to fear Allah when 
dealing with her husband and her chil-
dren. Likewise, the youths, the elderly 
people and every one of us has to fear 
Allah and remain dutiful to Him in all 
situations. 

The second Stop: 

We need to take advantage of Rama-
dan to train ourselves, so that the 
lessons learned from this month are 
carried out after Ramadan.  If the 
fasting in Ramadan has ended, then 
there still remains voluntary fasting: 

¶ Fasting six days of the month of 
Shawwal  which is credited for fast-
ing a whole year. 

¶ Fasting the day of Arafah  erases the 
sins of two years 

¶ Fasting of Ashura  (The 10th of the 
month of Muharram) erases the sins 
of the previous year. 

¶ Fasting the lunar days of every Hijri  
month (13, 14 and 15) 

¶ -Fasting Monday and Thursday of 
every week. 

Moreover, it is highly recommended to 
stand in prayer by night (Qiyam ), 

even if only for a few Rakaats . 

We also need to train ourselves with 
the habit of giving Sadaqah  and vol-
untary donations for the sake of Allah 
Taala .  

 

The Third Stop: 

We have to get closer to Allah Taala 
by increasing our invocations (Dua ) 
and remembering Allah Taala  (Dhikr ). 
The companions of the Prophet, peace 
be upon him, used to supplicate to 
Allah Taala  for six months in advance 
to prolong their life until Ramadan. 
Then they used to supplicate Him for 
six months (after that) to accept their 
righteous deeds in it. 

 

The Fourth Stop: 

There are signs that tell if oneôs deeds 
during Ramadan are accepted: 

¶ The improvement in obedience to 

Allah and the continuity in perform-

ing good acts; 

¶ The openness of the chest and the 

contentment and joy when doing 
righteous deeds; 

¶ The repentance from committing 

sins; 

¶ The fear of deeds not being ac-
cepted. 

Conclusion: 
 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 
All praise  is to Allah , Whom we thank 
for helping us perform fasting, stand-

ing in night prayers, giving charity, 
and reciting the Quran.  May Allah 
Taala  grant us forgiveness for our 
previous sins and save us from hell-

fire.  May He accept all our invoca-
tions during this Ramadan and extend 
our lives till we reach next Ramadan 
inshaa  Allah.

Whatôs after Ramadan ?!   -2- Fasting six days of Shawwal  

 Shawwal  is the tenth month in 

the lunar calendar. The first of 

Shawwal  is Eidul Fitr . After the 

festivity of Eid it is recommended 

to observe six days of fast. This 

fast may be observed continu-

ously non-break, or it may be ob-

served one day at a time, pro-

vided you complete six days be-

fore the end of Shawwal . Abu Ay-

yub Al-Ansari related the Messen-

ger of Allah, peace be upon him, 

said:  "Whoever observes the 

Ramadan fast and follows it 

with six days of fast in Shaw-

wal, it is as if he has fasted 

Dahr  (the whole year)." 

(Bukhari ). 

In this Hadeeth  the word Dahr  in 
Arabic means the whole year, but 
it may also mean forever, or for 
life. Analyzing this Hadeeth , our 
jurists (`Ulama ) explained how 
according to this Hadeeth , a Mus-
lim who fasts during Ramadan 
every year and follows it with six 
days fast of Shawwal, will be 
credited for fasting a whole life-
time. The Scholars correctly said: 
a good deed (Hasanah ) is re-
warded a minimum of ten times 
its equivalent. It follows, then, 
that one Ramadan is equivalent to 
ten months of fasting, six days, is 
equal to two months, (6x10=60). 
That undoubtedly completes the 
year's twelve months. Thus, we 
see the wisdom and the reason 
why the Prophet, peace be upon 
him, mentioned six days after 
Ramadan in Shawwal , not five or 
seven.
